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The 1960°s emerges as a key influence for
womenswear, interiors and beauty, featuring
fun florals and graphic prints in bright
colour pops and clean monochromes.

Moschino’s S/S 22 featured nostalgic prints,
kitsch animal motifs and fun
embellishments in a pastel palette.

Sandy Liang showed floral quilted co-ords,
while Maria Grazia Chiuri served up a
mod-pop happening at Christian Dior, with
colour blocked mini dresses and matching
coats providing a throwback to the 60s youth
revolution.
